We left our truck in the shop while we went to BC because I 

noticed that the engine had been tapping louder than usual. The 

next week the Ford diesel mechanic informed us that there was 

an engine problem and that the engine would need to be 

replaced. The estimated cost was $21,000. I had to ask the 

service manager to say it twice. In forty-four  years we  have 

never had a vehicle repair so costly. We had been putting money 

aside toward a replacement truck. Our current ride is over ten 

years old and has 180,000 miles on it. Thankfully, we had enough 

funds in the “next vehicle” account to cover the engine. We 

sought wisdom from the Lord and got some advice from some of 

our board members as well as a reliable mechanic and 

determined that our best choice was to go ahead with the 

replacement. Thankfully, the engine work has not kept us from 

our meetings. We plan to get back on the road this weekend. 

Please pray that we will have no more engine issues. Also, 

please pray that we will be able to replace the money taken from 

the “next vehicle” fund so that we can purchase a replacement  
 

truck as the Lord leads.
